Parent Responsibilities

1. Make sure that their child attends school on a regular basis with prompt daily arrival.

2. Work with their child to assure that daily homework is completed.
3. Attend parent/teacher conferences when scheduled with the classroom teacher and contact the child’s teacher when concerns arise about their child’s progress.

4. Give their child access to RTI/Title I/Summer School/After School opportunities, as needed, to reinforce skills that need improvement.

5. Volunteer in their child’s classroom on an as needed basis throughout the school year.

6. Talk with their child about school and report to the teacher any concerns about student progress, students safety, or other issues that may affect their child’s success at school.

7. Promote positive use of their child’s extra-curricular time including monitoring my child’s television and computer usage for appropriateness and safety.

Student Responsibilities

We, as students, will share the responsibility to improve our academic achievement and achieve the State’s high standards by doing the following:

1. Do my homework every day and ask for help when needed.

2. Read at least 15 minutes every day outside of school time.

3. Give my parents, or the adult who is responsible for my welfare, all notices and information received by me from my school every day.

4. Pay attention to class lessons and ask from help when I don’t understand.

Failure to comply with the above agreement may result in your child being removed from the Title I program.
